Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel convinced and motivated about what God is calling them to do.
Do: Pastors/Leaders should pray about, write out and memorize a clear, memorable God-given
vision. (T-shirt test)

Introduction:
® Definition: What is VISION? Vision is the ability to “see” that which does not yet exist.

7. Vision is a God-given gift to VISUALIZE a mental picture of reality before it materializes.

A. Biblical Basis: Hebrews 11:1
B. Application: | challenge you to “see” the evangelization of your city, nation and world.

a. Matthew 28:18-20 - There is not ONE legitimate reason why we cannot literally fulbll the Great
Commission in our lifetime.

b. 2 Peter 3:9 - God wants ALL to hear.

C. 2 Peter 1:3 - God has resourced us with everything we need to Pnish the task in the person and power
of Christ.

8. Where does VISION come from?

A. Vision comes from the very heart of God. Vision is NOT human speculation. It is divine
illumination.

B. Biblical Basis: Jeremiah 1:5 - “Before | formed you in the womb, | knew you, and before you were
born, | consecrated you; | have appointed you [Nathan] a prophet to the nations.”

a. God created you to fulbll adivine destiny. - You have a unigue contribution to make.

C. Application:

a. Discover your destiny. - Matthew 28 - Disciple making of all the nations.
b. Develop your destiny - Rebne/polish the skills He gave you.
c. Discharge your destiny - Acts 20:24; 2 Timothy 4:7; Fullbll God!s calling on your life.

C. Because vision unites people around a common goal and motivates them to action.
D. Application: Why must we give ourselves to world evangelization in our lifetime?
a. Matthew 13:49-50 - Because men who die without Christ pass forever from eternal mercy.

b. 1 Corinthians 9:23 - Because in eternity, there will have been nothing from this life more important than
all the people we reached for Christ.

c. 2 Corinthians 5:14 - Because the love of Christ for the souls of men compels us to put the gospel into
the hands of every person willing to listen.

10. How do we impart VISION to those we lead?
A. By incarnating our vision to them. - LIVE OUT YOUR DREAM! People need a role model to follow.
B. By Opainting the pictureO of a future reality that is swivid, they can see it!
C. By keeping the vision 99 degrees hot in your own heatrt...just about to boil.

D. Application: Make the time to write your vision and then CULTIVATE IT as a Sacred Stewardship.

OVERVIEW:
Objective: Speaker will lead the Pastors/Leaders in preparing their hearts in purity and submission
to the Holy Spirit in preparation for the Leadership Thrust.
Know: Pastors/Leaders should understand the need to pursue a lifestyle of holiness out of a
sincere love for Christ.
Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel the need for repentance and cleansing.
Do: Pastors/Leaders should ask the Holy Spirit to examine their heart and should confess all sin.

OUTLINE:
Introduction:

® One of the greatest needs, perhaps THE greatest need within the Body of Christ, are men &
women who are COMPLETELY CONSECRATED to CHRIST.

® [ believe God can use 1 man, who is 100% consecrated to Christ MORE POWERFULLY

than He can use 99 men, who are only 99% consecrated.

Text: Isaiah 6:1-8
1. Isaiah received a VISION of God’s HOLINESS. (verse 2-3)
Application: WE NEED a fresh vision of God’s HOLINESS.

2. When Isaiah saw “God as He is” [HOLY], he saw “himself as he was” [SINFUL].
When Isaiah saw the Holiness of GOD, he also saw his own LACK of HOLINESS.

(verse 4-5) Application: When we really see God as He is, we also will have an acute
awareness of our own need for cleansing.

3. God is the One who INITIATES CLEANSING from SIN. (verse 6-7)
The Bible says:

A. “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the
righteousness of God in Him.” [2 Corinthians 5:21]

B. “For while we were still helpless, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly.” [Romans 5:6]

“...while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” [Romans 5:8]

D. “...while we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son.”
[Romans 5:10]

Application: David said, “If | regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear me.” [Ps 66.18]

4. After Isaiah was cleansed from his sin, THEN he heard God’s CALLING upon his life.
(verse 8) Application: Ask God to send you out “to make disciples of all nations”
& to use your life to help fulfill the Great Commission in our lifetime.

Invitation: Is what you’re LIVING FOR worth what Christ DIED FOR?
We desperately need:  [1] to SEE GOD as He is [HOLY]
[2] to SEE OURSELVES as we are [SINFUL]
[3] to SEE OUR LOST WORLD as it truly is [LOST]
[4] to RECEIVE CLEANSING from our own sin
[5] to HEAR the VOICE of GOD: calling us//compelling us
to reach His lost world with the gospel!

[the substitutionary death & bodily resurrection of Christ]

STRATEGY QUESTIONS: Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal any sin in your life and confess it right now. If there is a
controlling sin in your life, what are you going to do to forsake that sin and allow Christ to conform you to His
image?

Objective: Speaker will open the pastors/leaders’ eyes to see be&/ond their own congregation to the
harvest and challenge them to commit to fulfilling the Great Commission. Speaker will clarify

what the Church IS and IS NOT.

Know: Pastors/Leaders should understand God’s primary calling is to reach their world rather than
building their single church.

Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel excited about joining God in His world-wide Kingdom purposes.

Do: Pastors/Leaders should aspire to plant at least one new church per year as the New Testament
defines a church.

OUTLINE:
Introduction:
® Most pastors have a heart to serve the Lord and shepherd the people in their churches, BUT
there is a subtle danger in having the wrong goal and the wrong view of God’s church.
® We have the wrong definition of success as a pastor: Large Crowds. Big Buildings. Many
Programs. Large Budgets.

1. You must CHANGE YOUR GOAL from “building a great church” to “reaching a lost world.
(Matthew 16:18, 28:18-20, 2 Timothy 2:2)
A. God never called you to build His Church - That is His job! (Matthew 16:18)
B. He called you to make multiplying disciples who will reach this world with the Gospel.
(Matthew 28:18-20)

2. You must CHANGE YOUR THINKING of the church as a building with programs to the body of Christ
on a mission. (Ephesians 4:11-16)

® How did the church grow from 120 believers to 200 million in 200 years?
® It did not have buildings, seminaries, trained clergy, nor programs...It didn’t even have the
codified New Testament!

A. The New Testament church is never defined by buildings, formally trained clergy, programs,
budgets nor numbers.

B. The Church is defined by a group of Believers called to... (Acts 2:39-47)

Worship and serve the Lord Jesus Christ,

Fellowship and serve one another,

Learn from one another in discipling relationships,

Develop and deploy multiplying leaders,

Evangelize their world.

3. You must CHANGE YOUR PRIORITY from primarily ministering to everyone in the church to making
mature and multiplying disciples. (Acts 19:10; 2 Timothy 2:2)

Our Goal is...
= {0 reproduce multiplying disciples...

= that plant multiplying churches...
= until there is a church within walking distance that gives the Gospel to everyone in
your city/country/continent/world.

“CHARACTER: CORNERSTONE OF CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP”

OVERVIEW:

Objective: Speaker will show that character is the fundamental issue for Christian leadership.

Know: Pastors/Leaders should understand that Godly character is the priority qualification for
Christian leaders.

Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel convicted to deal with any hidden sin issues.

Do: Pastors/Leaders should confess and forsake any hidden sins and should become accountable to
another Christian.

OUTLINE:

Introduction:
® There are many great world leaders with charisma, vision, influence and skill. BUT if you have
these and lack one other (Godly character), you cannot be a leader in Christ’s church.

1. You cannot be a Christian leader without Godly character.

A. When God looks for leaders, He looks for character qualities. (1 Timothy 3; 1 Samuel 16:7)

I The only OskillO mentioned in these verses is Oable to teach.O The rest have to do with who you are as a

person.
B. The people of God will not follow a man of God if they cannot trust him.
C. Character - demonstrating the life of Christ - is essential to the heart of our mission to make
disciples. (Philippians 3:17; 1 Thessalonians 1:6-9; 1 Corinthians 11:1)
I We are replicating the life of Christ in others who pass it on to others, who pass it on to others, etc.
I If this life is not modeled by us and demanded in the ones we disciple, then the multiplication process
will break down. The authenticity of Christianity will have no appeal to people.

. Character is consistency - being a man/woman of God in every situation with every person.
® A Godly Christian character occurs when your message aligns with your behavior... You ARE what
you CLAIM. (Psalm 15)

A. ltis integrity of heart. (Psalm 17:1-3)

I God listens to the person with an honest heart. He examines the thoughts and the heart and Pnds
Onothing amiss.O NLT

B. It is the opposite of hypocrisy - pretending to be one thing while in fact you are another.
(Luke 11:37-12:2)
I The Lord loathes hypocrisy!

C. ltis having no secrets.

D. It does not mean perfection, but it does mean progress. (1 Timothy 4:15-16)

. What does it mean to be a man of integrity?
A. Be a man of your word. (Psalm 15:2-4)
B. Free yourself from the love of money. (Psalm 15:5; 1 Timothy 6:6-11)
C. Flee sexual immorality. (1 Timothy 6:18-20)
D. Seek to serve, not to be served. (Mark 10:42-45)

STRATEGY QUESTIONS: Ask God who He would have you meet with regularly to share and encourage each other

in character development. Who is this person? When will you contact them to start this relationship

“PRAYER”

OVERVIEW:
Objective: The speaker will give emphasize the necessity of prayer permeating the whole Church
Planting process.

Know: Pastors and leaders should understand that prayer is absolutely necessary for Church Planting
to take place.

Feel: Pastors and leaders should feel convinced that the first priority of any Church Planting step must
be prayer.

Do: Pastors and leaders will devote themselves and their church to prayer through every step of the

Church Planting process.

The whole church planting process must be permeated by prayer.
This is not just STEP 2 but must be part of every step !

1. Churches and church planting are born by prayer. (Acts 1:12-14; 13:1-3)

2. Ask God to give you leaders who will go to plant new churches. (Acts 13:1-3)

3. Ask God to guide you where to plant a new church. (Acts 16:6-10)

4.Ask God to give you success in evangelism. (Ephesians 6:19; Colossians 4:2-6; 2 Thess 3:1)

5.Ask God for the growth of the new believers in Christ. (Ephesians 1:16-19; 3:14-21;
Philippians 1:9-11)

6.Ask God for new godly leaders who will shepherd the new church and multiply it
(Matthew 9:37; Acts 14:23)

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DAY 2, SESSION 4: STRATEGIC IMPACT - LEADERSHIP THRUST
TOOL: “EVANGELISM TRAINING: TOOLS /CHURCH PLANTING EXPERIENCE”

® As we go into neighborhoods or villages to share the Gospel, we will go in teams of 2 or 3 to visit
door-to-door, on the streets, in the markets or to pre-arranged appointments. As we visit with each
person we want to accomplish 5 things with each one.

S IMPORTANT THINGS TO ACCOMPLISH ON EACH EVANGELISTIC VISIT

1. Share your personal testimony .
> Introduce yourself and explain that we are in their neighborhood to tell people about the
difference that Jesus Christ has made in our lives.
> Ask each person if you may briefly share with them how God has worked in your life.

> Take no more than 1 or 2 minutes to tell what your life was like before Christ, how you

trusted in Christ as your personal Savior and the difference your life is now because you
know Christ.

> At the end of your testimony ask, “Would you like to know how you can have a relationship

with God and be sure you have eternal life?”

2. Share the Gospel Using the Strategic Impact Tract (see next page).

3. Invite the person(s) to the evening meeting in the neighborhood.
> Write down the time and place on the tract and leave it with them.

> Encourage them to bring friends and family with them.

4. Make an appointment to visit them again for a follow up Bible study the next day.
> Record the decision they made on the tear off portion of the Sl tract.

> Record their name and address and phone number.
> Record the time of the follow up appointment.
> Tear off this portion to keep and then give them the tract.

5. Pray for God"s blessing on the person and their family.
> Ask them if they are sure they now have eternal life with God.

> Ask for anything that you can pray for them.
> Pray for them to grow in their faith and for the requests that they have given you.

these questions.

If they say Yes, then ask them to get their family and friends together right then! Then, you can discuss
these questions as a group and share the Gospel with all of them. Often this will be the beginning of the
brand new church. This person may be the “Person of Peace” Jesus talked about. (See John 4:1-42 and

Luke 10:1-6).

If SATURATION CHURCH-PLANTING is the single most effective strategy to give the gospel to every person
on earth, what is the best method to ignite a self-perpetuating church-planting movement among every people
group on earth? It is the EXPONENTIAL MULTIPLICATION of LEADERS:

not merely Otraining leadersO bfitraining leaders to train leaders.”

Perhaps it would be more accurate to say that the single most effective strategy we can harness to fulPll the
Great Commission in our lifetime is Otomultiply Church Planters who will multiply Church PlantersO to

the 3rd generation by means of disciple-making.

Sometimes, the process of 2 Timothy 2:2 is referred to as OSPIRITUALIMULTIPLICATIONO

$Notice the 4 generations mentioned by Paul: “The things which [2] you have heard from [1] me in the
presence of many witnesses, entrust these to [3] faithful men who will be able to teach [4] others
also.”

“FINANCES: A BIBLICAL PERSPECTIVE OF MONEY”

OVERVIEW:

Objective: Speaker will lead the Pastors/Leaders in understanding how to honor Christ in their
financial responsibilities.

Know: Pastors/Leaders should understand the basic principles of handling money from God’s
perspective.

Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel confident to wisely manage money.

Do: Pastors/Leaders should determine how to provide for their family’s personal needs and manage
ministry finances with accountability.

OUTLINE:
1. INTRODUCTION: THE PERSPECTIVE: Money reveals our true treasure .

A. EXAMPLE: Just as a gauge on the dash of a car reveals what is happening within the engine, how we
handle money often reveals what is happening within our heart.

B. Jesus spoke on money very often for this reason.

2. THE PROVIDER: GOD

(Psalms 24:1; Matthew 25:21-26)

A. God is the creator of all things, and thus is the ultimate owner of all things. (Psa 24:1)

B. God entrusts His money to us so that we may bring Him glory with it...as a manager...NOT as an OWNER.
Matt 25:21-26 - The Master owns the property...the slave is a steward over it.

i. NOTE: The Master does not dictate HOW His money is invested...but obviously expects the money to
be invested toward HIS PROFIT...HIS PURPOSES.

C. Please know : There are only 2 categories of investment:

i. Things that BURN — that which is temporary and will burn in the end

ii. Things that do NOT BURN - that which is eternal and cannot be destroyed

3. THE PARTNER: US - We are the managers of God"s money.
I God allows us freedom and responsibility as stewards in what we do with His money. There will come a
time when He will evaluate what we have done. Since our ultimate calling is to bring God glory...God
should be gloribed by how we handle His money

The first boy took
the candy to his bedroom, tore it open, and stuffed the chocolate into his mouth until it was all gone.
The second boy opened the box in front of the grandfather. He looked at the candies. Then he
raised the box to his grandfather and said, “Thank you for giving me this candy. Here. You have the
first piece.”

iii. We must value the GIVER over the GIFT. (2 Corinthians 12: 14) We must TRUST the GIVER over the

Objective: Speaker will lead the Pastors/Leaders to commit to personally grow and multiply new
churches.

Know: Pastor/Leaders should understand how to: 1) Disciple new believers individually and,
2) Gather the new believers to become a New Testament Church and 3) multiply the new
church.

Feel: Pastors/Leaders should feel motivated to do the work of a Discipler and Multiplier.

Do: Pastors/Leaders should commit to continuously doing the hard work of personal evangelism,
discipleship, and gathering new believers into the new churches and training leaders to multiply
new churches.

OUTLINE:

Introduction:
I The heart of Great Commission Ministry is making disciples of all nations.

® Making disciples is a process of evangelizing everyone in a particular place, winning those whom
the Lord has prepared to faith in Christ, discipling these new believers and sending them to repeat
the process.

1. You and others must personally visit new believers where they live and work in order to
establish and DISCIPLE them in their new faith. (Acts 14:22; Acts 20:20)
A. You must give one-on-one attention to the new believers. Our experience shows that it takes 8 to
10 visits to the new believers’ before they become part of the new church.
B. Choose an effective follow up curriculum to establish the new believers in their faith.
® (New Life in Christ is recommended. www.NewLifeDiscipleship.com. Available free in Spanish,

French, Ukrainian, Russian, Romanian, Swahili, Malgache (Madagascar) and Kinyarwanda (Rwanda)

2. GATHER discipled believers into groups where they learn how to function as a new church.
(Acts 2:46, Romans 16:5; 1 Cor 16:19)
A. Where: They could meet in homes, parks, businesses, restaurants, etc.
B. Why: This is where people learn to ‘one another’ and function as a church - worship, teaching,
serving, evangelizing.
C. What: Follow this simple format for your gatherings:
a. Welcome & Fellowship - With sharing, relationship building, etc.
b. Worship & Prayer - Spend time in praise to the Lord in song, prayer and verbal testimony.
c. Study the Word - Have a time of teaching and discussion of the Bible.
d. Work & Witness - Spend time praying for the lost, training in outreach, strategizing in winning
and bringing other to the faith and the group.

3. Work with the leaders of the new church to MULTIPLY another church in one year.

(Acts 6:1, 7, 9:31; 12:24; 2 Timothy 2:2)

A. Teach them the 9 steps to launch a church planting movement.

B. Take them to a Leadership Thrust.

C. Do not rest until you see multiplication of disciples, leaders and churches - to the 3rd generations.

(2 Timothy 2:2)

Conclusion: As a leader, do not send your people to do the work of evangelism and discipleship; set
the example and be a model for this.

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Begin by thinking back over the last 30 days. What three words would you use to describe your Christian
life during the past month?

Are you satisfied with your experience? Do you desire more? Usually, answers will reflect a broad range
from deeply dissatisfied, to somewhat dissatisfied, to generally feeling OK, to very satisfied. But I suspect
that almost all of us would admit that we desire more in our relationship with God.

Jesus said, “If anyone is thirsty, let him come to me and drink. Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture
has said, streams of living water will flow from within him.” John goes on to tell us, “By this he meant the
Spirit” (John 7:37-39).

That is why I said the Spirit will take from what
is mine and make it known to you. (John 16:13-15)

Paul applies the Spirit’s ministry of revealing truth and wisdom in his first letter to the Corinthian
believers. (1 Corinthians 2:9-3:4). He states,

We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has
freely given us. (1 Corinthians 2:12)

In your groups of three or four, use short sentence prayers to thank God for many specific things that
God has given us in Christ and that the Spirit has helped you understand and experience. Be specific. For
example, “Thank you, Lord, for enabling me to know and experience your love shed abroad in my heart. I know and
understand your love through your Spirit.” Or, “Thank you, Lord, that by your Spirit I have come to know your wisdom and
knowledge. You have enlightened my heart with your Spirit.”

The Present Danger

Danger: (n.) a thing that may cause injury, loss or pain

We cannot experience intimacy with God and enjoy all he has for us if we fail to depend on His Spirit.
Our failures are often rooted in one of two problems. The Christian life is like a road and we can slip into
the ditch on either side.

In the one ditch, we begin to trust our own efforts and strength to live the Christian life. This is of course
a source of great frustration.
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When we discover the futility of that, we can cross over to the other ditch. We may give up and succumb
to our own selfish desires, seeking to please ourselves rather than God.

For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are
in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want. (Galatians 5:17)

Then, like the Corinthians, our lives begin to manifest symptoms of the flesh and worldliness.

Brothers, I could not address you as spiritual but as worldly—mere infants in Christ. I gave you milk, not solid food,
for you were not yet ready for it. Indeed, you are still not ready. You are still worldly. For since there is jealousy and
quarreling among you, are you not worldly? Are you not acting like mere men? (1 Corinthians 3:1-3)

Spend the next segment of time in silent confession. Examine your life for symptoms of self-dependence
or self-centered living. Confess them to God and claim his forgiveness according to 1 John 1:9.

The Intimate Journey

Journey: (n.) any course from one experience to another

As we learn to walk in the Spirit, we increasingly experience intimacy with God and enjoy all He has for
us. Walking in the Spirit is a moment-by-moment lifestyle, learning to depend upon the Holy Spirit for his
abundant resources as a way of life.

So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature. Since we live by the Spirit, let us
keep in step with the Spirit. (Galatians 5:16, 25)

NOTE: If you find the person very open and eager to talk about spiritual things, before you lead them in a
salvation prayer ask if they know of others in their family or among their friends who would like to discuss

these questions.

If they say Yes, then ask them to get their family and friends together right then! Then, you can discuss
these questions as a group and share the Gospel with all of them. Often this will be the beginning of the
brand new church. This person may be the “Person of Peace” Jesus talked about. (See John 4:1-42 and

Luke 10:1-6).

A Person of Peace is someone who...
1) is friendly toward you, the evangelist,
2) is open to spiritual matters,
3) is a person of influence in the community
4) can gather others to hear about the Gospel.

How To CoNbucT A NEW CHURCH MEETING

® Make sure that you have a balance in these 4 activities as you gather new believers together for the
new church:

1. WELCOME & FELLOWSHIP: Make everyone who attends feel welcome and accepted.
A. You and your team should greet everyone warmly as they arrive.

B. Help everyone to get to know each other and feel comfortable.

> You might use questions that everyone can answer. Examples, “What is your name? Where
did you live between the ages of 7 and 12? How many people did you have in your family?

C. Ask for prayer requests and pray for needs of the people.
2. WORSHIP & PRAYER: Have a time of worship and praise to the Lord.
A. Focus on Christ and His presence through the work of the Holy Spirit.
B. Don’t make new believers feel uncomfortable —teach “everyone” new songs
C. Have times of simple “Thank You” prayers
3. STUDY the WORD: Lead the new believers in a time in the Word.
A. As much as possible make it a discussion and not a lecture.
Help the new believers find the verses in their Bible.
It should focus on applying the truth of the Bible to the new believers.

You could use lessons from “New Life in Christ” as your focus.

4. WORK & WITNESS: Put the new believers to Work immediately!
A. Have them begin praying for friends and family that need to know Christ.

B. Ask them to begin helping out with the new church - putting out chairs, making refreshments,
helping with children, etc.

C. Train them how to share their testimony and the Gospel.
