“PRAYER”

The whole church planting process must be permeated by prayer.  
This is not just STEP 2 but must be part of every step !

1.  Churches and church planting are born by prayer.  (Acts 1:12-14; 13:1-3)

2. Ask God to give you leaders who will go to plant new churches. (Acts 13:1-3)

3. Ask God to guide you where to plant a new church.  (Acts 16:6-10)

4.Ask God to give you success in evangelism. (Ephesians 6:19; Colossians 4:2-6; 2 Thess 3:1)

5.Ask God for the growth of the new believers in Christ. (Ephesians 1:16-19; 3:14-21; 
Philippians 1:9-11)

6.Ask God for new godly leaders who will shepherd the new church and multiply it 
(Matthew  9:37; Acts 14:23)

STRATEGY QUESTIONS: Who will be the “point person” to lead your church to pray throughout every step of the 
Church Planting Process?
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DAY 2, SESSION 4:  STRATEGIC IMPACT - LEADERSHIP THRUST
TOOL:   “ EVANGELISM TRAINING: TOOLS /CHURCH PLANTING EXPERIENCE”

๏ As we go into neighborhoods or villages to share the Gospel, we will go in teams of 2 or 3 to visit 
door-to-door, on the streets, in the markets or to pre-arranged appointments.  As we visit with each 
person we want to accomplish 5 things with each one.

5 IMPORTANT THINGS TO ACCOMPLISH ON EACH EVANGELISTIC VISIT

1. Share your personal testimony.
‣ Introduce yourself and explain that we are in their neighborhood to tell people about the 

difference that Jesus Christ has made in our lives.  
‣ Ask each person if you may briefly share with them how God has worked in your life.
‣ Take no more than 1 or 2 minutes to tell what your life was like before Christ, how you 

trusted in Christ as your personal Savior and the difference your life is now because you 
know Christ.  

‣ At the end of your testimony ask, “Would you like to know how you can have a relationship 
with God and be sure you have eternal life?”

2. Share the Gospel Using the Strategic Impact Tract (see next page).

3. Invite the person(s) to the evening meeting in the neighborhood.
‣ Write down the time and place on the tract and leave it with them.
‣ Encourage them to bring friends and family with them.

4. Make an appointment to visit them again for a follow up Bible study the next day.
‣ Record the decision they made on the tear off portion of the SI tract.
‣ Record their name and address and phone number.
‣ Record the time of the follow up appointment.
‣ Tear off this portion to keep and then give them the tract.

5. Pray for Godʼs blessing on the person and their family.
‣ Ask them if they are sure they now have eternal life with God.
‣ Ask for anything that you can pray for them.
‣ Pray for them to grow in their faith and for the requests that they have given you.
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DAY 2, SESSION 4:  STRATEGIC IMPACT - LEADERSHIP THRUST
TOOL:   “ EVANGELISM TRAINING: TOOLS /CHURCH PLANTING EXPERIENCE”

HOW TO USE THE STRATEGIC IMPACT EVANGELISTIC TRACT
๏ After you have shared your testimony show the person the front of the Strategic Impact tract and ask 

them if they are sure they have eternal life with God. 

Show them the front panel of the tract.  
Say: “May I ask you a few question about what you 
believe and show you from the Bible how you can 
be sure that you have eternal life?”

1.Show them the triangle and tell them this figure 
represents God.  Ask, “Do you believe in God?  
Do you believe that He loves you?”  Wait for 
the person’s answer. These questions will enable 
you to have a conversation with the person 
instead of just talking at them.

2.It is important to read the verse from the Bible 
along with each figure.  Begin with John 3:16.
• Ask if the person has a Bible. If they do, have 

them get it and help them look up the verses 
in the Bible.

• It would be best if the person reads the 
verses. However, be sensitive if they cannot 
read. If they hesitate or say something like “I 
do not have my glasses,” then you read it for 
them.

3.Show them the figure of the person at the bottom 
of the first panel.  Ask, “Who do you think this 
represents?”  They might say, “People,” or “the 
devil” or some other person.  Tell them that this 
figure represents everyone in the world - you, me 
and everyone else.  Point out the black gulf, 
which indicates that people are separated from 
God.  Read Romans 3:23 and ask, “The Bible 
says that we are separated from God because 
each of us has sinned.  Do you believe that 
you have sinned against God?”

4.Read Romans 6:23 in the dark area showing 
people separated from God.  Ask, “Do you 
believe that your sins cause death – eternal 
separation from God?”



5.Turn to the next panel showing the cross.  Read 
Romans 5:8 and say, “God loves us and has 
provided a way for us to know Him by 
sending His Son, Jesus Christ, to die on the 
cross to pay for our sins.  Do you believe 
Jesus died on the cross for you?”

6.Read John 14:6 and ask, “Do you believe that 
Jesus Christ is the only way to have eternal 
life with God?”

7.Read 1 Corinthians 15:3-8 and ask, “Do you 
believe that God raised Jesus from the 
dead?”

8.Turn to the third panel and show them the picture 
of the gift and say, “God wants you to have 
eternal life with Him and He offers this as a 
free gift.”  Then read Ephesians 2:8-9 and ask, 
“If you accept this gift by faith, God promises 
you will have eternal life with Him (1 John 
5:11-12).  If you refuse this gift, God says you 
will spend eternity apart from Him in a real 
place called Hell (1 Thessalonians 1:8-10) 
Would you like to receive the gift of eternal 
life by faith in Jesus Christ today?”  

9.If they answer “Yes,” then read John 1:12.  “If 
you receive Christ (believe or trust in Him 
today), you will become his son/daughter.”  
You can receive Christ by faith today through 
prayer.  Prayer does not save you.  It is your faith 
in Christ that saves you.  The words of a prayer 
can help you express your faith.  Here is a 
sample prayer: “Lord Jesus, I need You. I admit 
that I have sinned against you.  Please forgive 
my sins.  I accept Your free gift of forgiveness of 
sins and eternal life today by faith.  In Jesusʼ 
name, Amen.”

10.After someone accepts Godʼs free gift of eternal 
life by faith, ask, “Did you trust in Christ to 
forgive your sins and give you eternal life?”  
Then read 1 John 5:11-12 and ask, “According 
to these verses what does God promise you 
now?”



NOTE:
• Do not argue with someone over their beliefs.
• If someone wants to argue or is angry and resistant, thank them for their time and move on to the 

next house or person. There are many more who would like to listen!

Make sure that Ephesians 2:8-9 is clear!
• Most people in the world think they must somehow earn eternal life with God.
• You will want them to be sure that it is by grace and a free gift from God based on Ephesians 2:8-9.

NOTE: If you find the person very open and eager to talk about spiritual things, before you lead them in a 
salvation prayer ask if they know of others in their family or among their friends who would like to discuss 
these questions. 

If they say Yes, then ask them to get their family and friends together right then! Then, you can discuss 
these questions as a group and share the Gospel with all of them. Often this will be the beginning of the 
brand new church. This person may be the “Person of Peace” Jesus talked about. (See John 4:1-42 and 
Luke 10:1-6).

A Person of Peace is someone who...
1) is friendly toward you, the evangelist,
2) is open to spiritual matters,
3) is a person of influence in the community
4) can gather others to hear about the Gospel.

A Prayer Experience of the Holy Spirit 
"#!$%&'(!)*+#!
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The Promise of Satisfaction  

Satisfaction: (n.) fulfillment of one�’s needs, longing or desires 
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The Divine Gift  

Divine: (adj) given by God 
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And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever�—  the Spirit of truth. The 
world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and 
will be in you. (John 14:16,17) 
 
 
But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind 
you of everything I have said to you.  (John 14:26) 
 
 
When the Counselor comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes out from the 
Father, he will testify about me. And you also must testify, for you have been with me from the beginning. (John 15:26, 
27) 
 
 
But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not come to you; 
but if I go, I will send him to you. When he comes, he will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and 
righteousness and judgment: in regard to sin, because men do not believe in me; in regard to righteousness, because I 
am going to the Father, where you can see me no longer; and in regard to judgment, because the prince of this world 
now stands condemned. (John 16:7-11) 
 
 
But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak 
only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come.  He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine 
and making it known to you. All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from what 
is mine and make it known to you. (John 16:13-15) 
 

 
Paul applies the Spirit�’s ministry of revealing truth and wisdom in his first letter to the Corinthian 
believers.  (1 Corinthians 2:9-3:4).   He states, 
 

We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has 
freely given us. (1 Corinthians 2:12) 

 
 
In your groups of three or four, use short sentence prayers to thank God for many specific things that 
God has given us in Christ and that the Spirit has helped you understand and experience. Be specific. For 
example, �“Thank you, Lord, for enabling me to know and experience your love shed abroad in my heart. I know and 
understand your love through your Spirit.�” Or, �“Thank you, Lord, that by your Spirit I have come to know your wisdom and 
knowledge. You have enlightened my heart with your Spirit.�” 
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We cannot experience intimacy with God and enjoy all he has for us if we fail to depend on His Spirit.  
Our failures are often rooted in one of two problems.  The Christian life is like a road and we can slip into 
the ditch on either side. 
 
In the one ditch, we begin to trust our own efforts and strength to live the Christian life. This is of course 
a source of great frustration. 
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When we discover the futility of that, we can cross over to the other ditch. We may give up and succumb 
to our own selfish desires, seeking to please ourselves rather than God. 
 

For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are 
in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want. (Galatians 5:17) 
 

Then, like the Corinthians, our lives begin to manifest symptoms of the flesh and worldliness. 
 
Brothers, I could not address you as spiritual but as worldly�—mere infants in Christ. I gave you milk, not solid food, 
for you were not yet ready for it. Indeed, you are still not ready. You are still worldly. For since there is jealousy and 
quarreling among you, are you not worldly? Are you not acting like mere men? (1 Corinthians 3:1-3) 

 
Spend the next segment of time in silent confession. Examine your life for symptoms of self-dependence 
or self-centered living. Confess them to God and claim his forgiveness according to 1 John 1:9. 
 
 
The Intimate Journey  

Journey: (n.) any course from one experience to another 

 
As we learn to walk in the Spirit, we increasingly experience intimacy with God and enjoy all He has for 
us. Walking in the Spirit is a moment-by-moment lifestyle, learning to depend upon the Holy Spirit for his 
abundant resources as a way of life.   
 

So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature. Since we live by the Spirit, let us 
keep in step with the Spirit. (Galatians 5:16, 25) 

 
Optional. This section works best with a mature group of believers familiar with these concepts.  
Turn in your groups and share testimonies of how you first learned to walk in the Spirit?  

 
As we walk in the Spirit, we experience intimacy with God and all he has for us. The fruit of the Spirit is 
one description of what we experience through the Spirit.   
 

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. 
(Galatians 5:22,23) 
 

Think about the challenges you are currently facing. What do you need to experience most at this time? 
Remember, it is the role of the Spirit to produce it in your life. Pray in your groups, claiming the fruit you 
seek (such as, love for specific relationships, joy for specific trials, etc.)  As you become aware of more 
areas where your attitudes or responses have fallen short (Romans 3:23) and been displeasing to God, 
breathe spiritually: Exhale by confessing your sins, thanking God for his forgiveness. Inhale by 
expressing your dependence upon the Spirit.   
 
The Empowering Presence 

Empower: (v.) to give ability to 

  
We are filled with the Spirit by faith, enabling us to experience intimacy with God and enjoy all he has for 
us. The essence of the Christian life is what God does in and through us, not what we do for God.  
Christ�’s life is reproduced in the believer by the power of the Holy Spirit.  By faith, we experience God�’s 
power through the Spirit. 
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Paul prayed that his beloved Ephesian believers would experience these realities.   
 

I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, so that 
Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. (Ephesians 3:16,17) 
 

In your groups, pray Paul�’s request for yourself and each other. Pray that you would fully experience the 
Spirit�’s strengthening with power in your inner being, so that Christ would be living his life in and 
through you.     
 
 

Optional: In your groups, pray for others you care for or minister to by name. Pray that they 
would experience the empowering of the Spirit and know the love of God.  
 
And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, may have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how 
wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ, and to know this love that surpasses knowledge�—that you may 
be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God. (Ephesians 3:18,19) 

 
 
The Turning Point 

Turning point: time when a decisive change occurs 

 
It is our desire that all of us would know with confidence that we are experiencing the fullness of the 
Spirit today and throughout the days ahead. As we conclude this segment of prayer, examine your hearts 
one more time.  Ask yourself these three questions: 
 

Am I genuinely surrendering control of my life to the Lord Jesus Christ?  (Romans 12:1,2) 
 

Have I confessed my sins, according to 1 John 1:9, and genuinely turned from them and back to God?  
 

Am I sincerely desiring to be filled, that is directed and empowered by the Holy Spirit? (John 7:37-39) 
 
If you confidently answer yes to each question, silently reaffirm your faith in the Spirit�’s filling in your 
life according to his COMMAND (Ephesians 5:18) and PROMISE (1 John 5:14,15).  Ask God to fill 
you with his Spirit, enabling you to understand and experience in greater ways your intimacy with him 
and your enjoyment of all he has for you.   
 
If, in the integrity of your heart, you are unable to answer yes to the above questions, let us encourage you 
to take some additional time alone to be honest with God about the issues that are blocking your 
experience of his love and provision.  Then go to a trusted leader or friend and share with them what you 
are struggling with, asking them to pray with you and for you.  We need each other! 
 

But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called Today, so that none of you may be hardened by sin�’s 
deceitfulness. We have come to share in Christ if we hold firmly till the end the confidence we had at first. (Hebrews 
3:13,14)

๏ As we go into neighborhoods or villages to share the Gospel, we will go in teams of 2 or 3 to visit 
door-to-door, on the streets, in the markets or to pre-arranged appointments.  As we visit with each 
person we want to accomplish 5 things with each one.

5 IMPORTANT THINGS TO ACCOMPLISH ON EACH EVANGELISTIC VISIT

1. Share your personal testimony.
‣ Introduce yourself and explain that we are in their neighborhood to tell people about the 

difference that Jesus Christ has made in our lives.  
‣ Ask each person if you may briefly share with them how God has worked in your life.
‣ Take no more than 1 or 2 minutes to tell what your life was like before Christ, how you 

trusted in Christ as your personal Savior and the difference your life is now because you 
know Christ.  

‣ At the end of your testimony ask, “Would you like to know how you can have a relationship 
with God and be sure you have eternal life?”

2. Share the Gospel Using the Strategic Impact Tract (see next page).

3. Invite the person(s) to the evening meeting in the neighborhood.
‣ Write down the time and place on the tract and leave it with them.
‣ Encourage them to bring friends and family with them.

4. Make an appointment to visit them again for a follow up Bible study the next day.
‣ Record the decision they made on the tear off portion of the SI tract.
‣ Record their name and address and phone number.
‣ Record the time of the follow up appointment.
‣ Tear off this portion to keep and then give them the tract.

5. Pray for Godʼs blessing on the person and their family.
‣ Ask them if they are sure they now have eternal life with God.
‣ Ask for anything that you can pray for them.
‣ Pray for them to grow in their faith and for the requests that they have given you.
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DAY 2, SESSION 4:  STRATEGIC IMPACT - LEADERSHIP THRUST
TOOL:   “ EVANGELISM TRAINING: TOOLS /CHURCH PLANTING EXPERIENCE”

HOW TO USE THE STRATEGIC IMPACT EVANGELISTIC TRACT
๏ After you have shared your testimony show the person the front of the Strategic Impact tract and ask 

them if they are sure they have eternal life with God. 

Show them the front panel of the tract.  
Say: “May I ask you a few question about what you 
believe and show you from the Bible how you can 
be sure that you have eternal life?”

1.Show them the triangle and tell them this figure 
represents God.  Ask, “Do you believe in God?  
Do you believe that He loves you?”  Wait for 
the person’s answer. These questions will enable 
you to have a conversation with the person 
instead of just talking at them.

2.It is important to read the verse from the Bible 
along with each figure.  Begin with John 3:16.
• Ask if the person has a Bible. If they do, have 

them get it and help them look up the verses 
in the Bible.

• It would be best if the person reads the 
verses. However, be sensitive if they cannot 
read. If they hesitate or say something like “I 
do not have my glasses,” then you read it for 
them.

3.Show them the figure of the person at the bottom 
of the first panel.  Ask, “Who do you think this 
represents?”  They might say, “People,” or “the 
devil” or some other person.  Tell them that this 
figure represents everyone in the world - you, me 
and everyone else.  Point out the black gulf, 
which indicates that people are separated from 
God.  Read Romans 3:23 and ask, “The Bible 
says that we are separated from God because 
each of us has sinned.  Do you believe that 
you have sinned against God?”

4.Read Romans 6:23 in the dark area showing 
people separated from God.  Ask, “Do you 
believe that your sins cause death – eternal 
separation from God?”



5.Turn to the next panel showing the cross.  Read 
Romans 5:8 and say, “God loves us and has 
provided a way for us to know Him by 
sending His Son, Jesus Christ, to die on the 
cross to pay for our sins.  Do you believe 
Jesus died on the cross for you?”

6.Read John 14:6 and ask, “Do you believe that 
Jesus Christ is the only way to have eternal 
life with God?”

7.Read 1 Corinthians 15:3-8 and ask, “Do you 
believe that God raised Jesus from the 
dead?”

8.Turn to the third panel and show them the picture 
of the gift and say, “God wants you to have 
eternal life with Him and He offers this as a 
free gift.”  Then read Ephesians 2:8-9 and ask, 
“If you accept this gift by faith, God promises 
you will have eternal life with Him (1 John 
5:11-12).  If you refuse this gift, God says you 
will spend eternity apart from Him in a real 
place called Hell (1 Thessalonians 1:8-10) 
Would you like to receive the gift of eternal 
life by faith in Jesus Christ today?”  

9.If they answer “Yes,” then read John 1:12.  “If 
you receive Christ (believe or trust in Him 
today), you will become his son/daughter.”  
You can receive Christ by faith today through 
prayer.  Prayer does not save you.  It is your faith 
in Christ that saves you.  The words of a prayer 
can help you express your faith.  Here is a 
sample prayer: “Lord Jesus, I need You. I admit 
that I have sinned against you.  Please forgive 
my sins.  I accept Your free gift of forgiveness of 
sins and eternal life today by faith.  In Jesusʼ 
name, Amen.”

10.After someone accepts Godʼs free gift of eternal 
life by faith, ask, “Did you trust in Christ to 
forgive your sins and give you eternal life?”  
Then read 1 John 5:11-12 and ask, “According 
to these verses what does God promise you 
now?”



NOTE:
• Do not argue with someone over their beliefs.
• If someone wants to argue or is angry and resistant, thank them for their time and move on to the 

next house or person. There are many more who would like to listen!

Make sure that Ephesians 2:8-9 is clear!
• Most people in the world think they must somehow earn eternal life with God.
• You will want them to be sure that it is by grace and a free gift from God based on Ephesians 2:8-9.

NOTE: If you find the person very open and eager to talk about spiritual things, before you lead them in a 
salvation prayer ask if they know of others in their family or among their friends who would like to discuss 
these questions. 

If they say Yes, then ask them to get their family and friends together right then! Then, you can discuss 
these questions as a group and share the Gospel with all of them. Often this will be the beginning of the 
brand new church. This person may be the “Person of Peace” Jesus talked about. (See John 4:1-42 and 
Luke 10:1-6).

A Person of Peace is someone who...
1) is friendly toward you, the evangelist,
2) is open to spiritual matters,
3) is a person of influence in the community
4) can gather others to hear about the Gospel.

HOW TO CONDUCT A NEW CHURCH MEETING

๏ Make sure that you have a balance in these 4 activities as you gather new believers together for the 
new church:

1. WELCOME & FELLOWSHIP: Make everyone who attends feel welcome and accepted. 

A. You and your team should greet everyone warmly as they arrive.

B. Help everyone to get to know each other and feel comfortable.
‣ You might use questions that everyone can answer.  Examples, “What is your name?  Where 

did you live between the ages of 7 and 12?  How many people did you have in your family?

C. Ask for prayer requests and pray for needs of the people.

2. WORSHIP & PRAYER: Have a time of worship and praise to the Lord.

A. Focus on Christ and His presence through the work of the Holy Spirit.

B. Donʼt make new believers feel uncomfortable—teach “everyone” new songs

C. Have times of simple “Thank You” prayers

3. STUDY the WORD: Lead the new believers in a time in the Word.

A. As much as possible make it a discussion and not a lecture.

B. Help the new believers find the verses in their Bible.

C. It should focus on applying the truth of the Bible to the new believers.

D. You could use lessons from “New Life in Christ” as your focus.

E. Try memorizing a verse together as a group!

4. WORK & WITNESS: Put the new believers to Work immediately!

A. Have them begin praying for friends and family that need to know Christ.

B. Ask them to begin helping out with the new church - putting out chairs, making refreshments, 
helping with children, etc.

C. Train them how to share their testimony and the Gospel.

Make sure that you keep Jesus at the center of everything you do in the meetings!
